2.0 Overview

For one day a week over eight weeks, Woodward Park Rats will take your park and pipe riding skills to the next level, while solidifying a love of the sport.  The Park Rats is a freestyle and freeride oriented program with the same group and the same coach all season.

2.2 prices & Season Passes

The Woodward Park Rats program costs $899 and includes an unrestricted Copper Mountain Season Pass (CMSP) that can be used all season long!  If you already have tickets or a season pass that works at Copper Mountain, the price is just $699.  If you choose to include the CMSP, you can get your picture taken and pick up your season pass anytime after you pay in full at the following location:

· Copper’s season pass office, located in Copper Mountain Sports at the Guest Service Desk, in Center Village.  
Please make sure you have your season pass in-hand prior to the first session.  
3.1 lunch

Woodward will provide a bag lunch to all participants in the Park Rats program.  Lunches will include a deli sandwich, chips and a drink.  If you decide to send lunch with your child due to dietary restrictions, clearly mark your child’s lunch with their name.  We will not be responsible for lost or misplaced lunches.  While we do provide a drink with lunch, it is a good idea to bring a water bottle so you can stay hydrated throughout the day.
3.2 Parking
The Alpine lot is the FREE parking lot for Woodward guests.  However, you may park in the lot on the west side of Barn to drop-off and pick up your child.
Getting Here

· Take I-70 West to exit 195 (Copper Mountain)

· Follow Highway 90 and turn right at the Copper Mountain entrance

· Turn left at the North Alpine parking lot (free)

· Park, gather equipment, walk towards Transportation Building

· Take the Blue Route bus to Center Village
· For drop-off and pick up, follow the Copper Mountain entrance road and turn right at the second stop sign.  Make an immediate left for parking.
Meeting Area

· Park Rats meet at the Woodward Barn
· There will be coaches in the entrance area to meet participants.
Pick Up

· 4:00 PM is pickup time at the Woodward Barn.  Please be on time to pick up your children.

· If you are going to be late, please call 970-968-3400.

4.1 a typical day

8:30–9AM 
Arrival and check-in at the Barn.  

9–9:15 AM
Coaches meet their groups, take role, and begin the Barn session.  
11:30 - 
12:30 PM
Lunch is delivered and eaten at the Cage or Barn.

12:45 PM
Coaches take role and begin the Park and Pipe session on the mountain.

3:30-4 PM
Coaches escort participants back to the Barn.    
4:00 PM
Pick-up at the Barn.
4.2 Behavioral expectations

To ensure the fun and safety of program members and coaches, we ask that you take the time to review the following information.  Any action which may jeopardize the safety and welfare of other Park Rats, coaches, or staff may result in disciplinary action.

The Woodward Park Rats is a supervised program.  Any attempt to skip or ditch a session may result in loss of riding privileges for the day or expulsion from the program.  No refunds will be issued in a case where a child’s inappropriate behavior or lack of participation in a session is directly responsible for their removal from the program.  
· No member will fight, scuffle, or throw objects.

· No member will bring knives, firearms or any object that may cause a hazard.

· There will be no smoking, spitting, drugs, alcohol, or open flames permitted.

· Inappropriate gestures or language will not be tolerated in any form.
· No member will vandalize or deface the Barn or any other property of Copper Mountain.
5.1 equipment checklist

Equipment is NOT included with the Woodward Park Rats program.  Everyone must have his or her equipment in hand before the session begins.  If you do not have your own equipment, we highly recommend season rentals, which are available at most Front Range ski/board shops as well as at various locations around Copper.

To ensure proper fit, we suggest that you try on your equipment before the program begins.

We recommend that you label all of your equipment.  Copper Mountain is not responsible for lost or stolen belongings.

When dressing, remember layering is important.  Dress warmly and come prepared for varied weather conditions.

· Helmet – Woodward requires ALL participants to wear a helmet. 
· Snowboard/boots or Skis/boots/poles
· Jacket – A waterproof jacket with plenty of zippered pockets, make sure it is roomy enough to fit over several layers.
· Snow pants – Waterproof snow pants or bibs are required.
· Gloves or Mittens – Waterproof is a must! No cotton.
· Eye protection – Goggles or sunglasses must be worn at all times.
· Long underwear – This helps trap body heat and wick away moisture.  No cotton.
· Socks – One pair of synthetic or wool socks is all that is needed.  No cotton.
· Sunscreen – Waterproof SPF 15 or higher, sunscreen should be applied in the morning and carried in a pocket and reapplied throughout the day.
· Lip protection – Some form of lip protection is recommended to prevent chapping. 
· Mouth guard – A mouth guard is recommended for hard landings off jumps and in the halfpipe.

· Sweat pants, gym shorts or pajamas – Jeans are not allowed on the trampolines so sweatpants or other loose-fitting clothes are needed for the tramps.
6.1 Frequently Asked Questions:  
· What if my child already has a Copper Mountain Season Pass or a Rocky Mountain Super Pass?  Not a problem, we have a reduced price ($699) for anyone who does not need a pass.   

· Is the Copper Mountain Season Pass only valid during the program?  No.  The CMSP is valid for the entire season.  It is a full unlimited/unrestricted pass.   

· Can my child be in the same class as his/her friend or brother/sister? We will make every effort to keep friends or family of the same age and ability together. If abilities are different, the student with the higher level must move to the lower level group or be separated. Please make coaches aware of requests on the first day of the program.
· Is my child supervised all day? Yes.  Children are under the supervision of their coach at all times, including lunch.

· Does the program include rentals? No.  Everyone is expected to have their equipment and be ready to go at the start of the session.  We highly recommend season rentals, which are available at many Front Range and Copper Mountain ski shops.

· Can I sign up for a few Saturdays instead of all 8? No. You must enroll for the entire Saturday program. There is no switching or substituting.  

· What if my family is late on a program day? If you are going to be more than 30 minutes late on a program day, call the Barn at 970-968-3400.  Then go directly to the Barn, no matter what time it is, and we will try to connect you with your coach.  If your coach is already on the mountain, we cannot guarantee we will be able to place you with your group until they return to the Barn. 

· What about adverse weather conditions? There are no make-up days for bad weather, including precipitation, temperature, or wind. Please review the weather for the Copper Mountain Area and road conditions on the Colorado Department of Transportation website. If you are driving from the Denver area, keep in mind that it might take several hours to get to Copper Mountain.  Driving on I-70 during severe winter weather is a likely possibility on all program days.  Please plan accordingly, and make decisions best for your families’ situation. 
· How do I register? You may register by calling the Barn at 970.968.3400 or the Copper Reservations Line at 888.350.1544.  
· Do you offer refunds? We do not offer refunds or make-ups for missed lessons.  The only exceptions are for illnesses or season ending injuries with a valid doctor’s note. We are unable to accommodate guests or any substitutions.  If you have a medical reason for missing a day, please call or email us at 970.968.3400 or woodward@coppercolorado.com.  Your message is important to us, but due to heavy call and email volume, please allow at least 2 days for us to return your phone message or email.  

· What if I suffer a season ending injury? Participants with a season ending injury, who provide a valid doctor’s excuse, will receive a pro-rated refund based on the number of days they participated in the program.   If your child has a medical reason for missing his/her lesson, please call or email us at 970-968-3400 or woodward@coppercolorado.com.    

· What if my child becomes ill and misses a lesson? With a valid doctor’s note, a participant can receive a complimentary Winter Camp Day.  These Camp Days can only take place on a Saturday from March 5 – 26th, 2011.  Winter Camp Days must be scheduled by a Woodward staff person, at least ten days prior to your desired session date, and confirmation must be received. Note, not all desired dates will be available.  If your child has a medical reason for missing his/her session, please call or email us at 970-968-3400 or woodward@coppercolorado.com. 

· Can I cancel my child(ren)’s enrollment? There will be a $25 charge for canceling program enrollment up to 10 days prior to the program’s start date.  Within ten days of the program start date there will be a cancellation charge of $50.  After 10 days of the program start date, there is no refund for cancellations. 

· When does enrollment stop being accepted?  Enrollment closes at 5:00pm on the Wednesday prior to the program start date.  Programs do become full, at which time enrollment forms may stop being accepted at an earlier date.  There are no exceptions to the deadline.  To ensure enrollment, make sure you send the form early!

· Could the program be cancelled?  Yes.  We require a minimum of 6 participants or else the program will be cancelled.  If the program is cancelled, we will notify enrollees 2 days prior to the first session. You will receive a full refund unless you wish to retain your season pass, then you will receive a refund for the program but not for the season pass.
· Who do I tell about my child’s severe allergy or medical condition?  We take allergies very seriously at Woodward at Copper.  Please note your child’s severe allergy or medical condition on his/her enrollment form.  On the first day of the session, describe your child’s condition to his/her coach.  For detailed information regarding epi-pens, medications, and inhalers at Woodward, please call or email us to speak with a staff person.
